‘Music is an expression of the mind, a way of representing thoughts and beliefs. The word lyric means 'expressing the writers personal feelings and thoughts'. It is when these feelings and thoughts become strong and controversial that those in a place of power, and those that oppose change, try to refrain and prevent such material reaching the ears and minds of those who will listen and can be convinced. Because these people willing to listen make up the majority of the population and together can make a change, they are obstructed by the few that have power and resist revolution and variation. Such actions, called censorship, are said to be protecting innocent minds from evil. Whether evil or not is a matter of personal opinion, but any attempt to block views held by others, should be looked upon as silencing freedom of speech and controlling freedom of thought. Thus taking away personal liberties rights that as human beings, we should all naturally have the rights of independence and individuality. If such rights are taken from us, we are no longer free; we are instead subjected to slavery, slavery of the mind.’
